The World Bank Group's Country
Climate and Development Report
(CCDR) for Pakistan notes that
the floods and heatwave of year
2022 have caused more than
1,700 deaths and displaced more
than 8 million people. The
damage to infrastructure, assets,
crops, and livestock has also
been massive, with more than
$30 billion in damages and
economic losses. The report
concludes that the combined
risks of extreme climate-related
events, environmental degrada-
tion, and air pollution are project-
ed to reduce Pakistan's GDP by
at least 18 to 20% by 2050.
According to estimates from the
WHO Global Health Observatory,
about 200 deaths per 100,000
populations are attributable to
environmental factors in Paki-
stan. Pakistan's annual burden of
disease due to outdoor air pollu-
tion accounts for 22,000 prema-
ture adult deaths and 163,432
disability-adjusted life years lost.
The indoor pollution accounts for
40 million cases of acute respira-
tory infections and 28,000
deaths/year.
